MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF BOARD OF DIRECTORS
OF KOONTZ LAKE REGIONAL SEWER DISTRICT
May 20, 2008

A regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Koontz Lake Regional Sewer District
was held at 6:30 p.m., local central time, at the KLA Clubhouse, 10879 Cherokee Road,
Walkerton, Indiana 46574. The meeting was called to order by Paul Warnke and present at said
meeting were Board members Tom Camire, Michael McKenna, Robert Aloi, and Paul Warnke.
Absent were Board members Jim Buza and Louise Buza. Also present was resident Don
O’Barski, Steve Carter from Umbaugh, Ken Jones from Wightman Petrie, a representative from
Air-Vac, and residents Greg and Pat Mundt and Pam and Bill McDermott. Also present was
Attorney Ronald Gifford, who took the minutes of the meeting,.

Mr. Warnke asked if there were any additions or corrections with respect to the
adoption of the agenda as previously published, and there being none, upon motion by Mr.
McKenna, seconded by Mr. Camire, the Board unanimously approved the agenda for the
meeting.

Mr. Gifford read aloud the minutes of the March 18, 2008 meeting. Mr. Aloi made a
motion to approve the minutes as read, seconded by Mr. Camire, which motion was approved
unanimously by the Board.

Mr. McKenna stated that there had been no claims to be paid since the March Board
meeting and that there was currently a balance in the account of $1,826.93.

Mr. McKenna stated that the grant proposal that he had worked on with Rochelle Owen
for the Marshall County Community Foundation had been denied by a letter dated April 1=
Mr. McKenna said that he had spoken with the grants committee and the reason that it was
denied was the feeling that individual home owners would benefit from this project. Mr.
McKenna has asked the Executive Director to review the proposal personally and provide some
suggestions on how to improve another grant application for the next round of grants which are
due by August 1¢t which is the same deadline for submitting a proposal to the Starke County
Community Foundation.

Mr. Aloi reported that the term of Louise Buza is up for appointment by the Oregon
Township Trustee, and it was his understanding that she was seeking to be re-appointed. Mr.
McKenna suggested setting up a nominating committee to set a policy for appointments and re-
appointments in the future, which was approved unanimously by the Board, and which
committee would be headed up by Mr. McKenna, and Mr. Camire also agreed to serve on such

a committee.
