MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF BOARD OF DIRECTORS
OF KOONTZ LAKE REGIONAL SEWER DISTRICT
July 15, 2008

A regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Koontz Lake Regional Sewer District
was held at 6:30 p.m., local central time, at the KLA Clubhouse, 10879 Cherokee Road,
Walkerton, Indiana 46574. The meeting was called to order by Paul Warnke and present at said
meeting were Board members Michael McKenna, Robert Aloi, Paul Warnke, Jim Buza and Tom
Camire. Absent was Board member Louise Buza. Also present was Ken Jones from Wightman
Petrie and Attorney Ronald Gifford, who took the minutes of the meeting. Arriving at
approximately 7:05 p.m., local central time, was Vicki Perry.

Mr. Warnke asked if there were any additions or corrections with respect to the
adoption of the agenda as previously published, and the agenda was amended to include a
presentation by Ken Jones of Wightman Petrie. There being no other changes in the proposed
agenda, upon motion by Mr. Aloi, seconded by Mr. Camire, the Board unanimously approved
the agenda for the meeting.

Mr. Gifford read aloud the minutes of the June 17, 2008 meeting. Mr. McKenna made a
motion to approve the minutes as read, seconded by Mr. Buza, which motion was approved
unanimously by the Board.

Mr. McKenna stated that there had been no claims to be paid since the June Board
meeting and that there was currently a balance in the account of $1,826.93.

Mr. McKenna also recommended that any compensation for Board members be waived
for the upcoming year to be reviewed again at the 2009 annual meeting. Thereafter, upon
motion by Mr. Aloi, seconded by Mr. Camire, that suggestion was unanimously approved.

Mr. McKenna also noted that the pamphlet that had been inserted in the local Shopper
newspaper had been done at no cost to the District.

Ken Jones from Wightman Petrie presented various forms requiring the signatures of
various members and the attorney, and also presented a form of public notice concerning the
submittal of the application to Rural Development. Whenever that meeting is scheduled, Mr.
Jones would be present and prepared to make a full presentation on the preliminary
engineering report, assuming there are people present for such a meeting. Thereafter, upon
motion by Mr. Aloi, seconded by Mr. Camire, the Board unanimously approved going ahead
with the publication of the legal for the public hearing at the August 2008 Board meeting.

Mr. Jones reported that Rural Development wanted the environmental and PER reports
submitted at the same time, so those will be submitted some time near August 15%,
