MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF BOARD OF DIRECTORS
OF KOONTZ LAKE REGIONAL SEWER DISTRICT
August 19, 2008

A regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Koontz Lake Regional Sewer District
was held at 6:30 p.m., local central time, at the KLA Clubhouse, 10879 Cherokee Road,
Walkerton, Indiana 46574. The meeting was called to order by Paul Wamke and all Board
members were present with the exception of Michael McKenna. Also present was Steve Carter
from Umbaugh, Ken Jones from Wightman Petrie, Vicki Perry, and approximately twenty
residents of the area, including but not limited to, James Millice, George Turner, Richard
Shaffer, Mary Ann Turner, Don O'Barski, Judy Tomaszkiewicz, Mary Ann Vische, Pat Gorecki,
Kathleen ]. Hoess, Joan Schneck, Margaret Briggs, Charlie Tilleman, Henry W. Otte, Glenn
Flaharty, Earl Horecky, Jerry Webber, and Gene Muraida. Also present was Attorney Ronald
Gifford, who took the minutes of the meeting. Mr. Warnke asked if there were any additions or
corrections with respect to the adoption of the agenda as previously published, and there being
none, upon motion by Mr. Aloi, seconded by Mr. Camire, the Board unanimously approved the
agenda for the meeting,

Mr. Gifford read aloud the minutes of the July 15, 2008 meeting. Mr. Buza made a
motion to approve the minutes as read, seconded by Mr. Aloi, which motion was approved
unanimously by the Board.

In the absence of Mr. McKenna, Mr. Aloi stated that there had been no claims since the
July meeting and that the balance continued to be in the amount of $1,826.93.

There were no committee reports at this time.

Upon motion by Mr. Aloi, seconded by Mr. Buza and unanimously approved, the Board
agreed to amend the By-Laws to reschedule the annual meeting from September to October 21,
2008 for this year only.

Mr. Warnke briefly stated that some progress had been made in updating the Starke
County mailing list and that a more complete report would be delivered at the September Board
meeting,

At this point in the meeting, Mr. Warnke opened a public hearing as required by Rural
Development due to the submission of an application to that funding agency on Friday of last
week. That public hearing was opened at approximately 6:45 p.m. local central time, and the
first portion of that meeting was a presentation utilizing a power point format by Ken Jones of
Wightman Petrie. He explained the purpose of the report that his firm had been working on,
which was basically to qualify the project for funding and provide accurate data to the
community.
