MINUTES OF SPECIAL MEETING OF BOARD OF DIRECTORS
OF KOONTZ LAKE REGIONAL SEWER DISTRICT
June 2nd, 2009

A Special meeting of the Board of Directors of the Koontz Lake Regional Sewer District
was held at 6:30 p.m., local central time, at the KLA Clubhouse, 10879 Cherokee Road,
Walkerton, Indiana 46574. The meeting was called to order by Tom Camire and Board
members present were Mike McKenna, Tom Camire, Robert Aloi and Jim Buza. Also present
were four members of the public at large, Don O'Barski, Pam & Bill McDermott, and Eugene
Muraida. Mr. Camire asked if there were any additions or corrections with respect to the
adoption of the agenda as previously published. Mr. Aloi added under new business
discussion of the Wightman Petrie Blanket Easement proposal and the publication by KIRPC of
the Public hearing. Upon motion by Mr. Aloi, seconded by Mr. McKenna, the Board
unanimously approved the agenda and additions for the meeting.

Regarding the minutes of the May 19t 2009 meeting, upon a motion by Mr. McKenna,
seconded by Mr. Buza, the board unanimously approved the minutes as submitted and as read
by Mr. Aloi.

There was discussion per agenda item of the proposals solicited from qualified bond
counsel for their services for our sewage works project. Our attorney, Mr. Clevenger, received
the proposals and summarized the firms into 5 categories including: nearest office location,
experience in projects, references, attendance at meetings, and fees. Proposals were received
from Baker & Daniels LLP, Barnes and Thornburg, LLP, Bose McKinney & Evans, LLP and Ice
Miller, LLP. Additional copies of Ice Miller's proposals were to be distributed by Mr.
Clevenger, to members through no fault of Ice Miller, when they arrived. Upon motion by Mr.
Aloi, seconded by Mr. McKenna, the board unanimously approved the proposals are to be
scored by each board member on a scale from 1 to 4 with 4 being your first choice and 1 being
vour 4% choice based on each individual Board member’s review of the proposals and review of
the Summary provided by Mr. Clevenger. Ratings will be tabulated and voted on at the next
regular board meeting.

There was discussion per agenda item regarding the “Standard Form of Agreement
between Owner and Engineer for Professional Services”. Mr. Ken Jones of Wightman Petrie
gave a thorough discussion of comments from the board regarding clarifications of the services
that will be provided by the engineer in developing the project in accordance with our funding.
He also offered insight to their Max-Min approach placement of the grinder pumps. He
explained this is a fairer approach which allows the district to place pumps at predetermined

locations and landowners determine most efficient method to get waste to the pump. He
