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MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF BOARD OF DIRECTORS
OF KOONTZ LAKE REGIONAL SEWER DISTRICT
July 21%t, 2009

A regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Koontz Lake Regional Sewer District
was held at 6:30 p.m., local central time, at the KLA Clubhouse, 10879 Cherokee Road,
Walkerton, Indiana 46574. The meeting was called to order by Paul Warnke and other Board
members present were Charlie Tilleman, Mike McKenna, Tom Camire, Robert Aloi and Jim
Buza. Also present were three members of the public at large, Don O'Barski, Michelle Nabor,
and Joanne Tilleman. Also Present were Ken Jones Jr., Joshua Weaver and Jennifer Ransbottom
all of Wightman Petrie, Vicki Perry of IRCAP and the Board's Attorney, Jim Clevenger. Mr.
Warnke asked if there were any additions or corrections with respect to the adoption of the
agenda as previously published, upon motion by Mr. McKenna, seconded by Mr. Camire, the
Board unanimously approved the agenda for the meeting.

Regarding the minutes of the July 7%, 2009 Special meeting, upon a motion by Mr.
McKenna, seconded by Mr. Tilleman, the board unanimously approved the minutes as
submitted by Mr. Aloi.

In The Treasurer's Report, Mr. McKenna stated the account balance was $2847.01. There
were no claims since the last meeting. Mr. McKenna stated that the balance reported reflects a
$2500 contribution from the KLA in July to help offset the expenses incurred for the OCRA
grant Income Survey and other expenses of the District.

There was discussion per agenda item of The Wightman Petrie team for the project. Ken
Jones Jr. spoke to the board and introduced two other members of their team including Joshua
Weaver and Jennifer Ransbottom. Mr. Jones explained their roles in the project, the monthly
news article they will be posting on their website as well as the KLRSD website to keep current
information on the progress of the project.

There was discussion per agenda item on the progress of the OCRA grant. Mr. Warnke
stated that we are still waiting on the income survey and that Jeff Hornsby was getting close to
the sample size needed to complete his work.

There was discussion per agenda item of progress of the Bond Anticipation Note (BAN). A
memo issued by Wightman Petrie discussed estimated draw amounts. The Board commented
on needing more time to review the document and the process and instructed Mr. Aloi to
include an agenda item for the next meeting in which Wightman-Petrie can discuss the
document and the Board's questions related to the BAN.

There was discussion per agenda item of the Website and any suggestions on how to
provide the public current information as requested at the last meeting.
